INTRODUCTION

The 215 IMT-GT Chief Ministers' and Governors’ Forum (CMGF) was conducted on Wednesday,
11 September 2024 at Desaru Coast Conference Centre, Johor Darul Ta'zim, Malaysia. The
Meeting was chaired by H.E. Datuk Onn Hafiz Ghazi, Chief Minister of Johor, Malaysia. The
meeting was attended by the Head of Delegation of Indonesia, H.E. Elen Setiadi, Acting Governor
of South Sumatera, the Head of Delegation of Thailand, H.E. Songklod Sawangwong, Governor
of Trang Province, Mr. Alfredo Ferdiguero, Regional Head, Regional Cooperation and Integration
Unit, Southeast Asia Department, Asian Development Bank (ADB), Mrs. Sumitra Jayaseelan,
Assistant Director/Head of IAl & NDG Division, ASEAN Secretariat (ASEC), Mr. Amri Bukhairi
Bakhtiar, Director of the Centre for IMT-GT Subregional Cooperation, Datuk Ir. Ts. Dr. Mahadi
Mohamad, Director of JBC Malaysia on behalf of Chairman of IMT-GT JBC, and Datin Dr.
Norazida Mohamed, Assistant Vice Chancellor of UiTM Global on behalf of Chairman of IMT-GT
University Network (UNINET) along with representatives from Indonesia, Malaysia, and Thailand.

AGENDA 1: OPENING REMARKS

1.1.  The Chair of the Meeting, H.E. Datuk Onn Hafiz Ghazi, delivered his opening remarks and
highlighted the following:

e Welcomed all delegates and participants to the state of Johor and expressed hope
that everyone would have the opportunity to experience the various tourism
destinations, cultural and culinary experiences in Johor.

« Emphasised the importance of the CMGF for enhancing regional cooperation and
development, especially in promoting economic growth, social inclusivity, and
environmental sustainability amidst global challenges.

s Underscored Johor's commitment to be economically resilient and environmentally
sustainable and highlighted the Johor — Singapore Special Economic Zone as a
transformative project to catalyse regional growth and integration.

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H.E. Mr. Elen Setiadi, Head of Delegation of Indonesia, highlighted the following:

« Emphasised the need for strengthened collaboration to build a resilient economic
community.

» Outlined Indonesia’s commitment to green growth and youth empowerment.

e Underlined Indonesia’s economic performance and development progress in Sumatra,
including the Trans-Sumatra Toll Road project.

H.E. Mr. Songklod Sawangwong, Head of Delegation of Thailand, proposed the following
actions for CMGF to better address global challenges and achieve the IMT-GT Vision
2036:

» Expediting the Physical Connectivity Projects along the six Economic Corridars (EC);

* Provinces and states along each EC to formulate and implement a corridor
development strategy and action plans to fully realise economic potential of IMT-GT,
especially along EC6 with new members including Johor, Pahang, Terengganu;

o Accelerating software connectivity, particularly the implementation of the FOC in CIQ
and related cross-border transport agreements;

* Intensifying efforts to implement green city projects, especially cross-border initiatives
along the adjacent ecological corridors with transboundary parinership between
provinces and states; and

o Cooperation with the private sector and UNINET to implement subregional projects,

ADB commended the unique nature of IMT-GT regional cooperation, emphasising the
central role of local governments in subregional development and underscored ADB's
support in three key areas including climate change and environment, finance, and
promoting regional cooperation through cross-border trade and investment, tourism, and
blue/green economy.

ASEC appreciated the collaborative efforts of the local governments in advancing
subregional development, narrowing development gap and promoting integration. ASEC
highlighted areas that local governments could contribute to ASEAN integration including
development of green cities, sustainable agriculture, digital technology adoption and
connectivity projects.

20™ CHIEF MINISTERS’ AND GOVERNORS’ FORUM

3.1.

CIMT presented key directives from the 15" IMT-GT Summit, the 29" IMT-GT Ministerial
Meeting, and outcomes of the 20" CMGF Meeting as follows:
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» Encouraged states and provinces to align tourism initiatives with the Visit IMT-GT Year
campaign and develop an exclusive subregional tourism branding by integrating
tourism experiences and ensuring a safe and clean atmosphere;

» Urged CMGF to strengthen local government engagement, and fortify collaboration
with IMT-GT stakeholders, particularly IMT-GT JBC and UNINET; and

* Encouraged cross-border initiatives with direct social impact and enhancing seamless
connectivity and cross-border trade.

Malaysia underscored the importance in ensuring that key directives are implemented
effectively by streamlining efforts while accelerating capacity building and urged all
Members to maintain their collaborative spirit within the subregion.

Indonesia commended progress in enhancing connectivity, trade facilitation and

sustainable development and highlighted the following:

» The need to strengthen capacity of the local governments and promote bottom-up
economic development; and

» Encouraged provinces and states to optimise the Visit IMT-GT Year 2023-2025 to
ensure that the local communities benefit from the campaign.

Thailand highlighted the :

* Welcomed the finalisation of the FOC in ClQ and looked forward to implementation of
related ASEAN cross-border transport agreements in IMT-GT; and

* Urged to focus more on providing excellent tourism services based on health and
hygiene and called for collaboration to diversify tourism resources and attractions to
position IMT-GT as a single destination ready to welcome tourists throughout the year.

Meeting Outcome:
The Meeting noted CIMT's report on the outcomes of the 29" Ministerial Meeting and 20" Chief
Ministers’ and Governors' Forum.

The Meeting agreed to strengthen local government engagement and collaboration with IMT-
GT stakeholders including JBC and UNINET.

AGENDA 4: REPORT ON THE OUTCOME OF THE 7™ IMT-GT GREEN COUNCIL MEETING

4.1.

Thailand as the Chair of the Green Council, reported on the outcomes of the 7" IMT-GT

Green Council Meeting (GCM) and the 7" Green Cities Mayor Council (GCMC) Meeting

as follows::

» Commitment of the Member Countries to accelerate sustainable development in the
subregion through 7 key areas of the Sustainable Urban Development Framework
(SUDF);
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» CIMT's proposal to establish a Green City Award to recognise and motivate cities’
efforts in green development.

» Fostering youth awareness on sustainable development and leadership in
environmental conservation through education, competitions and awards; and

» Local green initiatives and projects with potential for cross-border partnerships;

4.2, Malaysia highlighted the importance of incorporating green city planning into educational
programmes and proposed to have IMT-GT journals leveraging academic expertise of
professors, lecturers and students in IMT-GT.

4.3. Indonesia highlighted the following:
* The need for subregional projects and capacity building to enhance climate resilience
and achieving sustainable goals;
» Proposed close collaboration with UN-ESCAP and UN-Habitat to support SUDF
Implementation; and
 Welcomed the proposed Green City Award by CIMT.

4.4, Thailand highlighted the following:
 Emphasised the severe consequences of rapid urbanisation and climate change and
commended the progress made in the first phase of SUDF Action Plan; and
e Underscored the need for the subregion to identify new areas of collaboration,
particularly on cross-border ecological corridors, with strong transboundary
partnership among IMT-GT green cities and strategic partners such as a pilot
programme on blue economy and healthy oceans in adjacent Andaman coastal areas.

Meeting Outcome:

The Meeting noted the outcomes of the 7" IMT-GT Green Council Meeting and agreed on the
establishment of Green City Award .

The Meeting agreed on the following:
» The importance of integrating sustainability into education at all levels; and
* The need to enhance cross-border collaboration and explore partnerships with external
partners including UN-ESCAP and UN-Habitat to support the implementation of SUDF
Action Plan and new areas such as ecological corridors and blue economy.

Action: CMGF
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AGENDA 5: REPORT ON THE IMPLEMENTATION PROGRESS OF THE IMT-GT
SUSTAINABLE URBAN DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK

5.1.

CIMT reported the implementation progress of the SUDF Action Plan Phase 1 (2019-2023)

and recommendations for the next phase as follows:

* Significant progress has been made in the areas of transport, energy and solid waste
management. Six out of fifteen targets have been achieved including adoption of
electric vehicles, development of greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions inventory,
installation of solar photovoltaics, energy efficiency buildings and composting plants;

* Recommendations to accelerate the implementation of SUDF Action Plan Phase 2
including regular coordination meetings, standardised reporting system and
mechanism, and enhancing knowledge sharing and capacity building for cities.

Malaysia highlighted the importance of aligning the efforts with Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs) and the Environmental, Social, and Governance (ESG) principles and
emphasised the need to foster stronger collaboration to ensure coherent policy
implementation, standardised reporting and knowledge sharing for more effective
implementation of the Action Plan Phase 2.

Indonesia reaffirmed their commitment to SUDF and suggested to explore public-private
partnership and other financial instruments such as green bonds to address financing gaps
in implementing urban projects.

Thailand emphasised the need for IMT-GT Green Cities to intensify their efforts and work
more closely with CIMT, ASEAN Secretariat and other partners to enhance capacity of
green cities in reducing GHG emissions. He further reminded of GCMC resolution for the
lead city of 7 sectors to work with the member cities to formulate the sectoral 5-year action
plan in line with the SUDF.

Meeting Outcome:
The Meeting noted the report on the implementation progress of the Sustainable Urban
Development Framework (SUDF) Action Plan Phase 1 (2019-2023) and agreed on the need
to intensify efforts in the implementation of SUDF Action Plan Phase 2 (2024-2028) through
enhanced coordination, improved reporting mechanism, and regular knowledge sharing and
capacity building among member cities.

Action: GC and GCMC

AGENDA 6: STATE/PROVINCIALS’ SUBREGIONAL COOPERATION PROJECTS

6.1.

Indonesia reported the progress of projects as well as new initiatives and highlighted the
following:

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Sumatra’s robust economic performance driven by agriculture, manufacturing, and
retail trade with investment opportunities in tourism, logistics, renewable energy and
agro-based industries;

Proposed connectivity and infrastructure development projects linking Sumatra with
Malaysia and Thailand included: Roll-on-Roll-off connectivity (Dumai-Melaka and
Batam-Johor), intemational air linkages and ports, as well as cruise and yacht
infrastructure development in Sabang, Aceh province;

Requested CIMT to facilitate convergence meetings between local govemments and
relevant IMT-GT Working Groups to promote tourism, trade and investment and
transport connectivity; and.

Proposed establishment of sister tourism village to promote eco-tourism in IMT-GT.

Malaysia reported the progress of projects as well as new initiatives and highlighted the
following:

Key projects and initiatives across six Malaysian states (Johor, Negeri Sembilan,
Pahang, Perak, Perlis, Melaka) and underscored Malaysia's commitment to regional
collaboration, economic growth, and sustainable development;

Expressed that Malaysia is actively pursuing projects and initiatives that align with
IMT-GT goals, fostering regional connectivity, economic growth, and sustainable
development.

Thailand reported the progress of projects as well as new initiatives and highlighted the
following:

Progress and challenges of 23 ongoing projects across various Economic Corridors
(ECs) such as the road alignment linking CIQ Sadao and ICQS Bukit Kayu Hitam in
EC1 and Satun-Langkawi Fishing thru Andaman project in EC2;

Proposed 2 new initiatives: coastal waterways improvement in Pattani and a feasibility
study for railway expansion in southern border provinces;

Proposed for Indonesia and Malaysia to establish national CMGF Secretariats; and
Encouraged the preparation of a 5-year national strategic action plan in line with the
IMT-GT Implementation Blueprint to drive projects and plans at the local level.

Meeting Outcome:

The Meeting noted the progress of projects and new initiatives reported by the Member
Countries and welcomed the proposed initiatives and opportunities for cross-border
collaboration.

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AGENDA 7: REPORT BY THE IMT-GT JOINT BUSINESS COUNCIL AND UNINET

7.1.

IMT-GT Joint Business Council (JBC) reported the progress of activities as well as new
projects/initiatives for the CMGF's acknowledgement and possible support, and
highlighted the following: '

JBC'’s potential contribution responding to the Leaders’ directives at the 15" IMT-GT
Summit in the areas of tourism, agriculture, Green City Initiatives, and human resource
development;

Prospective collaboration with various stakeholders, including the Chief Ministers and
Governors, UNINET, ADB, ASEAN Secretariat, and the Republic of India; and
Proposed “IMT-GT Connect” as a project for collaboration with CMGF to strengthen
government and business cooperation as well as exchange learning and experiences
to better leverage opportunities from the development of Economic Corridors.

Indonesia highlighted the following:

Reaffirmed UNINET's crucial role in fostering innovation and collaboration in key
sectors including renewable energy, information technology, and smart agriculture,
and underscored the importance of UNINET's mobility programmes in developing a
skilled workforce for the subregion.

Encouraged JBC to invest in renewable energy and digital infrastructure as well as in
the Special Economic Zones.

Malaysia encouraged UNINET to continue to develop and implement joint research
initiatives designed to address key challenges faced by the subregion to provide valuable
insights and data to support policy formulation.

Thailand highlighted the following:

Encouraged private sector investment in green city projects under SUDF, including
potential public-private partnership projects; and

Urged UNINET to intensify its role as a think tank of IMT-GT providing expertise and
data-driven research to support IMT-GT development cooperation.
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Meeting Outcome:
The Meeting noted the report by JBC and UNINET on the progress of projects and welcomed
the proposal of new initiatives for potential collaboration with CMGF.

Action: CMGF, UNINET and JBC

AGENDA 8: PRESENTATION ON ASIAN DEVELOPMENT BANK SUPPORT TO CMGF

8.1.  Asian Development Bank highlighted the support relevant to CMGF as follows:

* Review and assessment of the IMT-GT Economic Corridors in which several corridors
have been expanded or redefined to suggest an evolving strategy to optimise
economic development and cooperation in IMT-GT,;

» Commitment to promote green, liveable smart cities by supporting the development of
Green City Action Plans (GCAP), green transport solutions and capacity building; and

* Encouraged CMGF to consider recommendations from the studies conducted by ADB
on the Special Economic Zones and Economic Corridors to identify specific cross-
border initiatives and investment opportunities.

8.2. Indonesia appreciated ADB’s support for tourism recovery and requested support to the
local governments in implementing the SUDF projects.

8.3. Malaysia expressed interest in ADB's report on SEZ and EC and requested a copy for all
attendees.

8.4, Thailand commended the long-term commitment and continued support from ADB and
highlighted recent projects undertaken in Phuket and Krabi under the ADB-supported
Integrated Green Urban Transportation Plan and conveyed its interest in collaborating on
future green and blue economy initiatives.

Meeting Outcome:

The Meeting noted ADB’s projects and programmes to support CMGF and requested ADB to
share the reports on Special Economic Zones and Economic Corridors with all CMGF
attendees.

AGENDA 9: UPDATE ON ASEAN COOPERATION BY ASEAN SECRETARIAT

9.1.  ASEAN Secretariat (ASEC) presented the progress on the implementation of the ASEAN
Sustainable Urbanisation Strategy (ASUS) and ASEAN Smart Cities Network (ASCN) as
follows:
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» During the first phase of the ASUS project, supported cities have developed City Action
Concepts and City Technical Proposals to further seek necessary funding to
implement the work plans outlined in the proposals. Interested cities are invited to
collaborate in the ASUS Project Phase 2 (2024-2026);

* Expansion of ASCN to 31 cities and development of ASEAN Smart City Investment
Toolkit; and

* Potential areas for collaboration with the local governments include ASEAN Strategy
for Carbon Neutrality, ASEAN Digital Economy Framework Agreement, ASEAN Blue
Economy Framework and the ASEAN Community's Post-2025 Vision. .

9.2. Indonesia looked forward to future support in including more IMT-GT cities in ASCN.

9.3. Thailand encouraged more participation of IMT-GT green cities in the second phase of
ASUS project and emphasised that the technical support, the ASUS toolkits and

knowledge management from UN-Habitat would help strengthen the capacity of IMT-GT
Green Cities to achieve sustainable urbanisation.

Meeting Outcome:

The Meeting noted the progress on the implementation of the ASEAN Sustainable Urbanisation
Strategy (ASUS) and the ASEAN Smart Cities Network (ASCN) and encouraged participation
of more IMT-GT green cities in ASUS and ASCN.
