Cao-operative Institute of Malaysia (IKMa), previously known as
the Co-operative College of Malaysia (CCM) is the only
cooperative training centers in the country. Upon its
inception in 1956, it was funded by the Colonial and
Development Fund, while the government has provided a
tremendous contribution to encourage the development of
IKMa as a whole. in 1968, IKMa has been recognized as a
statutory body by an Act of the Cooperative College
{Incorporation) Act 1968, as approved by Parliament on N
September 1968,

In accordance with the passage of time, the Parliament
passed the Co-operative College (Incorporation) Act 1968
{Amendment 2019) [Act Al598] which came into effect on 5
May 2018 was to streamline the governance of IKMa in order
1o plan and carry out innovative and creative programs to
support the develepment of the cooperative movement.

IKMa has been placed under several ministries including the
Ministry of Agriculture and the Ministry of Land and
Cooperative Development. In 2009, IKMa has been placed
under the Ministry of Domestic Trade, Cooperatives and
Consumer Affairs (KPDNKK) now CiM has been placed under
the Ministry of Entrepreneur and Cooperatives Development
{KUSKOP).

MALAYSIAN TECHNICAL

BACKGROUND

The Malaysian Technical Cooperation Programme (MTCP)
was ipitiated at the First Commonwealth Heads of
GCovernment Meeting (CHOGM) for Asia Pacific Region held in
Sydney in February 1978. It was officially launched on 7th
Septermnber 1980 at the 2nd CHOGRM in New Delhi, India to
signify Malaysia's commitment to South- South Cocperation,
in particular Technical Cooperation among Developing
Countries {TCDC}.

The MTCP emphasises the development of human resources
through the provision of training in various areas which Is
essential for a country’s development. These areas include
diplomacy and diplomatic practices, economy, good
governance, education, tourism, environment, social
development, halal industry, safety and security as well as
technology, among others. As of 31st December 2024, over
38,000 participants from 144 recipient countries have
benefited from the various programmes offered under the
MTCP.
